She began her running career at the Manchester Road Race on Thanksgiving Day in 2001.  She 
had intended to walk for the exercise.  I changed her entry so we might compete together, Betty’s 

time was 70:16 set at age 81*.

This was only the beginning. In 2002, she ran five minutes better.  In 2003, she captured the 80 
plus division title in 63:59.  That record still stands.  She has run well throughout the decade, posting 
76:20 in 2009.  Betty trains faithfully and hopes to toe the line next year at Manchester in the 90 plus 

division, where the record 90:59 was set in 2004 by the legendary Mary Haines.

Betty has always been an inspiration for her family and friends. So it is with her running effort, which 
might well stand as a case study in modern day geriatrics. * (b.2/18/1920)

Note: Betty growing up in Manchester was a schoolmate and lifelong friend of Charlie Robbins. She has the 
friendly positive encouragement of a fellow octogenarian Bill Tribou. Now as a member (oldest?) of the HTC, 
lives and trains in Concord NH.

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At The Races

MADD (New Haven) November 8
This popular flat course drew 209 runners this year. Only three HTC runners appeared, all from Middletown.  
Kevin Markowski finished first in the 50-59 division with a 32:39, (6:32 pace), good for 22nd overall. William 
Varhue surprised me with a 33:37, (6:43 pace), for 28th overall. I say surprised because during the drive to the 
race, Varhue informed me he was one of the top finishers in the 13.8-mile race in Hebron the day before.  I 
finished in 37:35, for 58th.

Cross Country Grand Prix (West Hartford), 8k, November 21
There were 114 finishers this year. I was a backup timer/volunteer at the finish line. Post race, I had the 
opportunity to meet three friendly women, Cathy Lyons, Bloomfield, elapsed time of 38:49, Kathy Schultz, 
Simsbury 40:47 and Dea Collins, East Hartford 42:38. Cathy Lyons time was fast enough to earn her an age 
group award. I learned that the three women are regular grand prix runners for the HTC club. Mark Hixson, 
Simsbury finished first overall with a 27:16 (5:29) pace. Mark had a thirty second lead on the second place 
finisher. First woman was Beth Krasemann with a 32:27, (6:32 pace). Bill Thramann finished in 30:11 (6:05) 
and was 12th overall. I’ve never run the course, but I noticed many finishers with mud spotted legs and hope to 
enter next year and sample the course first hand.

Fifth times a charm at Tinsel Fun Run, December 5
After finishing fourth in my division four straight years, I finished third this year and received a Santa Clause 
trophy. I have run this local Berlin two-mile race 5 years in a row now. There were 162 runners and 11 track 
club members entered. The course featured a down hill section beginning at .8 mile and ending at mile 1.1 and 
hill from approximately mile 1.4 to mile 1.7. During the opening half mile, I ran alongside James Tebo, total 
time of 13:38 (James received a second in his division). I spoke with Paul Rabenold (13:38) after the race. Paul 
was ahead of me most of the race but I passed him at the end of the hill at around mile 1.7 and had enough left 
to edge Paul by ten seconds. Bob Dacey, first in his division, finished in 12:53. Bob started strong and was 
ahead of me (13:16) the entire race. Jeanette Cyr, William Gagnon and Georgia Panagopoulos all received firsts 
in their divisions. Other members running were John Yacovino (Kensington), Lesley Fearnley (Middletown), 
Jerry Augustine (Middletown) and Ben Mattheis (Cheshire). 

Consider entering some of the HTC winter series events. Last year I entered Todd Brown’s well-organized 
Rocky Hill long run. The four mile race through a Hartford Cemetery was timed and heavily contested and the 
entry fee for the Colchester half is a bargain.

Friday, January 1, 10 AM “Joe Vailonis 10K Champagne Run”

 MDC Reservoir, 10k Certified, co-directors, David Reik, Bill Katz  I-84 to exit 39, right onto Farmington Ave. towards UConn Health Center and West Hartford Center.  
1.2 miles past Medical Center turn left into MDC complex.  After parking, cross bridge to Red Loop.  E-mail: bkatz321@gmail.com

Saturday, January 9th, 10 AM “Bolton Trail Run”

This run is not for “hot house flowers or the weak ankled” so says race director King Archibald VII.  85% of the trail is rocky.  The course is roughly 4 miles consisting 
of 3 miles up and 1 mile down.  Race starts and finishes at the commuter parking lot in Bolton on RT. 44.  There will be no cancellations due to weather or trail 
conditions.  You have hereby been served. Directions:  West on I-84 to RT 384 East to exit 5.  Take left and go back over the highway, and then take a quick right 
onto Williams Road.  Follow till the end.  At the T intersection, go right, about ¼ mile and take a left into the Commuter Parking Lot. Heading East on I-84, take Rt.

Sunday, January 17, 10 AM “People’s Forest 8.5/17 Mile Run”

This run is held at People’s Forest on East River Road, Pleasant Valley, CT.  One loop for the shorter distance or do two loops for the longer run.  Bill Thramann (tel: 
860-677-7712, E-mail: thramann@sbcglobal.net) is the director.  Take Route 44 through New Hartford.  Right on Route 181 to Pleasant Valley.  At four way stop, 
turn right to cross iron frame bridge.  Take the first left after crossing the bridge, which is East River Road.  Go 1 and 1/10th of a mile to main gate of People’s Forest 
State Park and turn left into parking area.
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Sunday, February 7, 10AM  - “The Gideon Welles 4-Miler at Cedar Hill”

This year, I wish to honor Gideon Welles, an editor of the former Hartford Times newspaper and Secretary of the Navy under President Abraham Lincoln.   In keeping 
with tradition, we honor another person who lived in Greater Hartford and whose remains are interred in Cedar Hill. This run starts and ends in the historic Cedar Hill 
Cemetery, 453 Fairfield Ave. in Hartford.  A scenic and hilly course, it consists of two loops around the inside perimeter of the cemetery and ends at the crematorium 
— at which point one may decide on a few death options at the nearby office.  Parking is available on the grounds by taking the first right upon passing through the 
gates.  Further parking is available across the street in Goodwin Park.  No pets are allowed.  Please use caution, as roads are open to auto traffic.  Race director is 
Bill Katz and he may be contacted at bkatz321@gmail.com. Special thanks to David Reik, whose race organizing finesse is known and appreciated far and wide. 
Directions: Take 91 south to exit 27 (Airport Road). Take a right onto Airport Road and stay on this road (it changes names twice) until reaching Maple Ave.  (Look for 
CVS Pharmacy and 7 Eleven at intersection.) Take left on Maple Ave. and continue until Cedar Hill on right.  Going north on I-91, take exit 27 and at light take a left 
on Brainard Rd. to next light.  Take left onto Airport Rd. and follow directions.    

Saturday, February 27, 10:00 AM, “19th Annual Colchester Half Marathon”

10:00 a.m. sharp start, come early. Start & Finish at Bacon Academy, Colchester's High School, 611 Norwich Avenue, restroom facilities and the high school 
available before the race, showers & restrooms after the race, 3 water & Gatorade stations on the course (at mile 4.5, 8.1 & 11.3), lots of hills, dirt roads, rural 
scenery, more hills, cows, professional timing & results. Limited traffic control, all participants responsible for their own safety. Results posted at the post race party at 
the Bacon Academy Cafeteria, hearty food, non-alcoholic drinks, results, excuses, tales of woe, camaraderie, guests are welcome, especially if they can also 
volunteer to be course monitors, help at water stations or help with the food & set up. Volunteers should contact me (home 860-537-4597 or work 860-243-9023) at 
your earliest convenience – it will be fun! 
Entry fee: $12 pre-registered, $15 day of race - My offer to all runners - think the entry fee is too high, send me what you want! If you don’t have at least $12.00 worth 
of fun, or consume $12 worth of food & drink, or don’t get at least $12 worth of endorphins, we are even. But if you have a great time, be sure to put some more cash 
into the donation containers at the High School or the post race party in the high school cafeteria. 
Broke? Come out and run it for free and come to the post race party too, just be sure and try to make it back when you can afford to pay! We don’t want to turn 
anyone away from a course this tough!

Sunday, March 14, 10 AM,  “Collinsville Dam 11 Miler” 

This is an 11.0 mile, 2-loop course through historic Collinsville and over the scenic Nepaug Reservoir Dam, starts and finishes at Collinsville Canoe & Kayak.  You 
can choose to do one loop of 5.5 miles.  Directions:  From I-84, take exit 39 (RT. 4).  Go west on RT. 4 through Farmington Center.  Continue on RT. 4 through 
Unionville.  Continue on RT. 4 until reaching the junction of RT. 179.  Continue straight on RT. 179 to stop sign in Collinsville.  Take right at stop sign, cross bridge, 
take1st left over bridge into the parking lot.  From RT 44 west, bear left at light at Canton Green onto Dowd Ave. This road becomes Maple St., follow straight into 
Collinsville.

Sunday, March 28, the 19.6 mile “Asta Memorial Challenge”

Todd and Kim Brown (860 721-7332, astathesmalldog@cox.net).  We are happy to remember Asta by continuing to sponsor this run in his 
memory.   The course is an out and back route on roads with little traffic or with wide shoulders.  The run starts in front of our house and follows 
the Connecticut River from the Rocky Hill Ferry going south to the Cromwell Outboard Association just above the Arrigoni Bridge.  Two major 
elevation changes happen at about 4.5-5.0 miles and 7.75-8.0 miles.  Course is marked with the infamous Asta signs.  Aid stations at about 
2.5, 5, 7.5 and at the turn around at 9.8 miles.
No entry fee collected; instead please bring potluck food.  We will provide drinks, vegetarian chili and hamburger stew afterwards at 42 Fern 
Street.  I-91 to Exit 23.  Left if southbound, right if northbound onto West Street.  Left at stoplight onto Gilbert Avenue.  Right at second stop sign 
just before crossing over I-91, Fern Street, Rocky Hill 06067.  Please park on even side of street only.

TNT trains runners, walkers, cyclists, hikers and triathletes of all fitness levels to complete half and full marathons, century rides, hiking
adventures and triathlons.  In exchange for training and support, participants fundraise to help support LLS's mission: To cure leukemia, lymphoma, 
Hodgkin's disease and myeloma, and to improve the quality of life of patients and their families.

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FROSTBITE 500 AND OR FROSTBITE 4000

The purpose of the Hartforad Track Club, is to promote fitness by providing a reasson to get fit, i.e. 
training to compete in races.  It works for a variety of people in a variety of ways.  It is time once again 
to start the new year on the right foot.  The Frostbite 500 / 4000 Minutes.   Starting January 1st will 
begin the 3 month period known as the "Frostbite 500  or Frostbite 4000 Minute.  As you may know, in 
order to qualify for the Frostbite 500 Club you must run a total of 500 miles during the months of 
January, February, and March or run 4000 minutes.  At the end of March you will be asked to submit 
your total miles run or / or minutes, date on which you reach 500 miles or 4000 minutes and how may 
days off you took.

You may have a team category.  Just form a team of three individuals (all HTC members) and each must 
run at least 500 miles or 4000 minutes in the three-month period.  At least 25 % of those miles or 
minutes must be run together as a full team.  So, get there with two of your friends, pick a name and 
register your team with me so we can follow your progress through the winter.  It's a great way to drag 
your friends out on a run on a cold-winter night when you might otherwise remain indoors.

The rules remain the same for ALL Frostbite participants.  This is your challenge: only running counts 
(roads, trails, or treadmill): "NO" cross-country skiing, roller blading, stair master, biking or 
snowshoeing.   Keep track of your treadmill miles / minutes.  Remember, the underlying idea here is that 
you MUST BE RUNNING.

If your last 
name was misspelled in race results posted on a website, if you were left out of an HTC report, if you want to 
report an HTC performance in a race not reported on or that I am likely to miss, or if you are interested in 
possibly doing HTC reports yourself, contact me at davidreik at comcast dot net. Ray Wise adds the "Age Grade" 
percentages (with asterisks indicating the highest Age Grade for each race), and causes all names, towns and ages in 
HTC race reports to become what they are indicated to be on the latest HTC roster. You can contact our membership chairman, Dan 
Arnold, if you want to change your name on the roster to the name you use when you register for races. (Age Grade explanation: If 
you ran a performance with an Age Grade of 60%, the theoretical best possible performance for your age and sex is approximately 
60% of the time you ran. There is a nice automatic calculator that uses the 2006 tables at 
www.howardgrubb.co.uk/athletics/wmalookup06.html. You can click from there to the actual Excel file used to do the computations.) 

From Ray Wise:

In this newsletter, a "PR” after your race time signifies a time better than your best previously established time for that distance in my 
2004-to-the-present HTC-member database, and an "AR" after the age grade signifies an age-grade better than your best previously 
established age-grade for that distance in my 2004-to-the-present HTC-member database. The online files will have 2004-to-the-
present PRs and ARs underlined for every HTC member and distance. If you have any questions, comments, or suggestions, just send 
a message to ray.wise@snet.net.

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EDDIE GORECKI'S RACE TIMES  by David Reik

Eddie Gorecki was part of a social movement in the late 1970s through the mid 1980s that involved many young men 
training for running road races with the dedication of professionals even though most of the young men had no realistic 
hope of ever being fast enough to be professionals.  Now, the truly elite road racers are even faster than the elite road 
racers of the 1978-through-1985 period, but there seems to be many fewer young men running marathons in the 2:20-to-
2:40 range, or 10Ks in the 30:00-to-34:00 range. 

I went through my early newsletters to find early performances by Eddie Gorecki.  Below is a table I put together showing 
some of those performances from the early to the mid 1980s.  Note the string of races in late-fall, 1983.

I went to www.hartfordtrackclub.org/htc_raceresults.shtml and opened the Excel "2009 Member Results" file, created by 
Ray Wise.  I found 238 performances by Eddie Gorecki from 2004 through 2009.  I found four with Age Grades over 
75% and ten with Age Grades under 50%.  Apparently, Eddie Gorecki loved to race, even if he was injured.  I remember 
his participation in the 2007, January-1 Winter Series race.  He was so sore his gait was painful to witness.  He managed 
to run for about 2.8 miles of the 10K course.  But on January 7, 2007, he finished the Boston Build-up 10K in 1:06:50.  
He continue to race throughout that winter and spring.  By May 27, 2007, he was able to complete the Lake Compounce 
10K in 46:05.  Not the approach that would be recommended by most coaches, but Eddie Gorecki was determined to race.
