March 7th our team season starts with the WPLR New Haven 5K.  To join our teams, join USATF before the race, run the race and 
soon after tell a team captain you ran.

FIRST RESERVOIR THURSDAY RUN OF 2010 WILL BE ON APRIL 1
We'll use the traditional 6 P.M. starting time every Thursday into September.

We start in the first parking lot you come to after entering the MDC reservation from Route 4 (Farmington Avenue) in West Hartford.  (This is now 
the only parking lot regularly opened to the public.)  To find the entrance to the reservoir complex at  http://maps.google.com , type in "1458 
Farmington Ave., West Hartford, CT."  (You can use Google's "Street View" option and move the "N" around so you can look directly into the 
entrance.)  To avoid running as a group through, and congregating in, the now heavily traveled parking lot, we should start near the far end of the lot, 
across from the new pedestrian bridge, at the beginning of the second fire road that intersects with the parking lot.

The standard, approximately eight-mile route is about half off-pavement, and very hilly and rocky in places.  Some people typically take a left before 
the big Kilkenny Rock hill and run an approximately five-mile course.  Paces generally vary between nine and seven minutes a mile.  We try to get

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At The Races

For many, the start of the 2010 running season begins March 7 at WPLR/Toad’s Place 5k. It’s also the first inter-club Grand Prix race 
of 2010. Many runners looking at Spring Marathons (Boston and Vermont are two popular choices) have begun building up their long 
runs. Upcoming distance speed workouts include the Danbury half marathon and the long group runs in Rocky Hill March 28th. 

I have run the WPLR race several times so offer the following advice. Go through the finish booth to the right side and grab a free 
beer ticket. Then sit down and remove your timing chip. Next circle to the left side of the finish area and grab a few more free beer 
tickets. The tickets entitle an individual to free Guinness Stouts at Toad’s Place. I understand many runners don’t like darker beers. 
Therefore, you may sell your ticket to another runner for $2.00 (low price due to time of day, supply and demand).

Other individuals might ask, how about the race itself.  The race begins near Toad’s Place. Runner’s travel a short distance then take a 
left on Prospect Street. At approximately .5 mile into the race, runners begin a one-mile climb. At around the 1.5-mile mark, the 
course loops around and comes back down Prospect Street. Last year, I pushed hard when I came around the corner and entered the 
down hill section. In 2009, over 1,200 runners entered the race. The top female ran a 19:01, first male 15:32. There will be a very 
large field. I urge any woman running for the track club to line up near the front. I generally defer to the fastest runners and line up 
around the 3rd row.

KEY ATTRIBUTES FOR A RUNNING PARTNER

My own preference would be toward slender legs, highly educated, tendency toward wearing little for clothing, sleazy, over-eats and 
drinks heavily. Whoops – discussion about wrong type of partner.

Definition of a running partner - two humans; neither partner can be a child or an animal. You should run together at least three days 
per month. In most cases a threesome, while fun, doesn’t really fit the definition.

Special rules: Dining club vs. running; if you are running for thirty minutes and then having a three course dinner taking an hour, it 
must be called a dining club not a running event. If you get in a one-hour run, followed by four beers and a cigar, please email me 
your location. Just like the “Dining Club”, the “Women’s Social” is not running. Third special rule, exception to the no child partners 
in main definitation. If one partner is say, 50 and the other partner is a twenty-year-old non-relative, even though there is a large age 
gap, the “youngster” is not a child.

Food – as you are running along with your partner, you do not want to receive clues (noises, smells) as to what your fellow runner has 
eaten that day.

Clothing – on warm days, just like at the beach, white is out. “White” can be waived by the other runner if he/she is visually 
stimulated. Halters, shirtless look and excessive tattoos need to also be approved by the running partner. The “butt” cleavage look 
should probably be passed on.

Water belts are allowed; carrying toilet paper and having a port-o-let on wheels are not allowed. 

Speed- not all runners run the same pace on the same day. In a “good” partnership, it is expected that the faster runner will pull ahead 
at times or may hit the finish line earlier.

Food – if you must, maybe some GU during a long run. Snacks and candy becomes a “Dining Club”.

Occasionally, the running partner will have a cold, this is acceptable. Sinus problems every run, chewing tobacco, loud non-traditional 
running groans and cigarette breaks are not acceptable.

Talking – I note that male running partners talk less than women. Generally, the conservation should be light, happy and at times 
funny. Suicidal thoughts and post run talks of buying a gun should be avoided.

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DEBTiConn !
Do Every Blessed Town in Connecticut ! 

The acronym was coined by Bob Davis of Naugatuck.  We’re not sure who came up with the notion of keeping track of how 
many Connecticut towns we’ve raced in, but there seem to be a growing number of runners striving toward the elusive goal of 
all 169 !

There are various loosely defined ways of tallying your DEBTiConn accomplishments – it’s basically up to you to decide 
whose (if anyone’s) rules you want to follow…

ROGERS’ RULES let you count all the towns a race goes through, so the Hartford Marathon would let you check off Hartford, 
East Hartford and South Windsor.  You can run the race by yourself, as long as you keep track of distance and time, it counts.   
While we’ve never seen or heard a definitive summation of these rules they are attributed to the Nutmeg State’s “Queen of the Roads”, Karen Rogers 
of Clinton.

ROBERT’S RULES reflect the research scientist’s precision of their author, Bob Davis of Naugatuck.  Robert’s six rules are as follows - - read 
carefully and you’ll note that abiding by this code the Hartford Marathon would only count as one town because South Windsor and East Hartford 
each have their own races.

1)  For those races which pass through more than one town, only one town can be counted as having been  completed.
2)  For multi-town races as in 1), the town which is chosen to be counted must not have its own, independent race in addition to that for which it is 
being counted.
3)  A printed application must be available for any race representative of a town.
4)  An entry fee (one cent or greater) is required, and the runner must be officially registered (no bandits).
5)  There must be five or more participants in the race.
6)  At least one stride from the starting line is required.  Inability to complete a race due to injury does not disqualify one from completing a town.

RABENOLD’S RULES, the last of the “Three R’s” adhere to Robert’s precepts but HTC’s Paul Rabenold of Avon has (not by saying so. but) by 
example, demonstrated that in order to count a race you must finish in the top three of your age group. (NOTE:  Rabenold’s Rules are too stringent 
for most of us mere mortals!)

Some other finer points of guidance include:
-MATTHEIS’ MAXIM – You must complete the 169 towns in a timeframe not to exceed 25 years!
-GOULART’S GENERAL GUIDELINE –“It’s arbitrary; if you think you should count the race as a town, count it!  After all it’s your own personal 
goal!”

Below is a list of towns that are somewhat elusive in their race scheduling.  Bob Davis has suggested some nifty race themes.  

List of possible D.E.B.T. Series Races:
Franklin- Silence Dogood 5K (on Benjamin Franklin's birthday) Sterling- Sterling Silver 5K (spoons, knives, forks as trophies)
Cornwall- Up Against the Cornwall 5K Bethlehem- O Little Town of Bethlehem 5K (a December race, of course)
Andover- Andover, and Over, and Over 5K (a triple loop) Ledyard- Get the Ledyard Out 5K (from Foxwoods; get your wallet out)
Lyme- Tick Trek (vaccinations optional) Griswold- Grizzly Griswold 5K (regrettably very hilly)
Bridgewater- Bridge Over Troubled Water Road Race Eastford- Eastford Bunny 5K (Saturday before Easter)
Scotland- Tartan Trot (to coincide with Scottish Festival) Bozrah- Why Bozrah? 5K (because we need the town, why else?)
Plainfield- ?(Don’t Stop the Carnival) ? Canterbury- Canterbury Canter
Voluntown- Voluntown Seekers 5K (for town seekers) Ashford- Kick in the Ashford 5K (a downhill finish)
Union- ? (Get out Running in Your Union Suit) ? Ellington- Duke with Ellington 5K

(Age Grade explanation: If you ran a 
performance with an Age Grade of 60%, the theoretical best possible performance for your age and sex is approximately 60% of the 
time you ran. There is a nice automatic calculator that uses the 2006 tables at www.howardgrubb.co.uk/athletics/wmalookup06.html. 
You can click from there to the actual Excel file used to do the computations.) 

From Ray Wise:

In this newsletter, a "PR” after your race time signifies a time better than your best previously established time for that distance in my 
2004-to-the-present HTC-member database, and an "AR" after the age grade signifies an age-grade better than your best previously 
established age-grade for that distance in my 2004-to-the-present HTC-member database. The online files will have 2004-to-the-
present PRs and ARs underlined for every HTC member and distance. If you have any questions, comments, or suggestions, just send 
a message to ray.wise@snet.net.
